Post holder will:

· Lead the delivery of Planning and Building Control teams to ensure effective decision making and spatial planning for the future of Sefton in support of the Council's statutory responsibilities, regeneration objectives and to achieve high quality, safe, sustainable design and infrastructure in new developments, to support the delivery of the Sefton Local Plan and the Sefton Vision 2030.
· Support the Head of Service (Economic Growth and Housing) in the delivery of the Council's strategic agenda, providing a clear sense of direction, optimism and purpose.
· Actively promote the profile of Sefton as a place to live, work, visit and invest.
· Support the Head of Service (Economic Growth and Housing) in maintaining effective communications, relations and a political interface, on matters relating to the Service, Council and Borough as a whole.
· Support the identification of funding opportunities and the delivery of strong, community focussed and evidence based bids
· Act as Lead officer to the Cabinet Member for Planning and Building Control, Cabinet and Planning Committee on all Planning and Building Control related matters. 
· Deliver a comprehensive training programme for Planning Committee Members.
· Advise and support all Elected Members on the scope of the Service, general intelligence and information requests, the achievement of policy and the effective and efficient use of resources.
· Provide direct line management and support to the Merseyside Environmental Advisory Service on behalf of the subscribing Districts.
· Ensure quality of access and treatment in employment and service delivery.
· Champion and articulate the Council's vision for high quality sustainable design and supporting infrastructure, providing clear leadership in discussions and negotiations with partners, developers and applicants about what the borough is seeking to achieve through the planning and building control processes.
· Develop and sustain effective working arrangements within the Council and with all  partners in the borough and across the City Region in support of the delivery of spatial planning, investment, infrastructure and environmental objectives.
· Manage budgets in accordance with the Council's policies and requirements.
· Undertake and contribute to a transformational approach to Service delivery, including creating new revenue streams, new demand management methods, partnership working and new operating models to achieve Sefton 2030 Vision.
· Assist with other duties as assigned from time to time by the Council’s Strategic Leadership Board.
· Lead Council-wide officer and partner groups and represent the Council as required.



Some posts will require specific safeguarding checks.  Where these are required the 
person appointed will be subject to those checks.

In accordance with the Local Democracy, Economic Development and Construction Act 2009, this post has been politically restricted.  This is due to the sensitive nature of this post (giving advice on a regular basis to the authority itself, to any committee or sub-committee of the authority or to any joint committee on which the authority are represented; speaking on behalf of the authority on a regular basis to journalists or broadcasters).

New appointments will be required to satisfactorily complete a six month probationary period.

The post holder will be expected to work flexibly and the exact nature of the duties described above is subject to periodic review and is liable to change.

This job description is a representative document.  Other reasonably similar duties may be allocated from time to time commensurate with the general character of the post and its grading.

All staff are responsible for the implementation of the Health & Safety Policy as far as it affects them, colleagues and others who may be affected by their work.  The postholder is also expected to monitor the effectiveness of the health and safety arrangements and systems to ensure appropriate improvements are made where necessary.
